2. What do you think Paul meant when he said, “I have always lived before God with a clear conscience”? 
3. Why do you think the high priest commanded that Paul be slapped on the mouth?
4. What law was the high priest breaking by ordering that Paul be struck?
5. How did Paul demonstrate wisdom and discernment in his defense before the Sanhedrin?
6. Why do you think God began his message to Paul by saying, “be encouraged or be of good cheer”?
7. When had Paul been a witness in Jerusalem? 
8. What do you learn about people in verses 12 thru 15?
9. What do you learn from the Romans' role in protecting Paul?
10. How does this chapter deepen our understanding of God's protection and guidance over His servants?
11. How does Acts 23 inspire us to seek God's guidance and protection when faced with danger or adversity?
12. Had the Jews found Paul guilty of any crime that should result in death?
13. Why was Paul considered a troublemaker?
14. What was different about Paul’s presentation of his case to the governor as opposed to Tertullus?
15. How do you see God taking care of Paul in this chapter?
16. Why do you think Felix became frightened? Are you frightened by this as well?
17. Each time that Felix sent for Paul what was Paul getting the opportunity to do?
18.  How long was Paul left in prison? What do you think about Paul remaining in prison all this time?
